ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

‘To prolong the life of the tent floor, select a level, clean area for the campsite.
To prevent damage to the zipper, unzip the doors to allow air to enter the tent.

Spread tent out flat, floor side down.

Extend fiberglass frame sections by pulling out each
section and placing it into the metal ferrules. You
will have four pole sections. Two longer poles are
for the tent frame. The shorter poles are for the fly.

Slide each fiberglass tent pole through the sleeves
on the top of the tent roof.
Lay the fiberglass .
frame sections
across the tent
forming an “X".
Straighten
sleeves along the
fiberglass frame
pole sections.
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Starting at back corners of tent, insert pins located
at each corner into the ferrules at the ends of the
fiberglass frame.

One person should now go into one of the front
doors of the tent and gently lift the roof of the tent
and the two tent poles up off the ground. The other
person should carefully flex one of the poles and
insert the pin at the base of the tent into the ferrule
at the end of the fiberglass pole. Repeat step for the
other main tent pole. Clip plastic hooks on the tent
around the fiberglass poles.

Stake down tent by inserting the tent stakes
through the metal ring at each corner of the tent
and the intermediate stake loops. Hammer stakes
into ground at a 45° angle, by using a hammer or
mallet. Make sure to pull tent out even and tight.

Tent should appear
as shown.

Unfold the fly. Place fly over the tent, making sure
the front of the fly, with the awning is over the
front doors. Attach the hooks on the fly to the
plastic D rings found at the base of the tent.

Fasten the Velero fasteners sewn to the edge of the
fly around the fiberglass tent poles.

IMPORTANT: WE ADVISE YOU TO ASSEMBLE THE TENT ONCE BEFORE GOING CAMPING TO BECOME
FAMILIAR WITH THE ASSEMBLY OF THE TENT.

NOTE: PLEASE LOOK AT THE REPLACEMENT PARTS DIAGRAM TO SEE HOW YOUR FRAME IS ASSEMBLED.

'STEP 8: Position fly poles into place to form awning over

the front doors. The ends of the fly poles with
plastic caps should be placed into the pole pockets
located on the front edge of the fly and the opposite
ends with the metal end tips should be carefully
inserted into the reinforced grommet openings
located on either side of the two front doors.

Guy ropes are provided for windy conditions.
There are guy loops located on the fly of t.he tent.
Tie a guy rope to each of

these loops. Make loop at

opposite end of guy rope by

using slider (as shown to

the right) and place loop

over tent stake. Adjust

slider to make guy rope tight.

Extra tent stakes have been included for this.

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" A divider curtain has been included so that you can

make your tent a two-room tent. Attach curtain to
the middle of the tent roof by hooking into place.

Also, convenience pockets are provided for storing
small camping gear.

To take down tent, follow steps above in the reverse
order. Be sure to leave doors and windows
unzipped. Place stakes into stake bag and poles
into pole bag, which are provided

The tent should be folded into equal parts toward
the center of the tent to distribute the bulk. Fold
fiy and lay on top of tent. Start a small tight roll,
the width of your carry bag, with the pole bag
placed at the end opposite the doors. Roll tent
toward doors to allow air to escape. Once rolled,
secure with strings or rope. Slide tent and stake
bag into carry bag. Make sure tent is clean and dry
before storing.

“Your tent is water repellent. However, it is not waterproof.

During heavy rain, some leakage may occur. Keep objects
from touching the inside of the tent. Such objects may
cause leakage at point of contact. If seam leakage occurs,
it can be controlled by applying a seam sealer compound.

Although our tents and screen houses are constructed to
rigid specifications, periods of wind or rain soaking the
ground may loosen the stakes and cause the uprights to
sink into the ground. This will weaken the rigidity of the
overall structure. Water pockets may also form in the roof
if the unit is not assembled taut, possibly causing broken
frames and torn fabric.
